1. We are quite a bit behind what we budgeted to date, and if current giving patterns hold and we go forward with our
capital plan, we are expecting larger than a $110,000 deficit! Please help turn the corner!

2. The bulk of the deficit is due to our capital improvement plan. Except for roofing, many things have been ignored over
the past decade. The Finance Council is working toward getting our buildings back in shape.

3. EVERYBODY, please do what you can to help your parish get through this economically horrendous time.

And now a few facts about the Renovation, covering July 1, 2009 through December 31, 2009:

1. The loan balance as of December 31 is down to $638,000, of which $529,000 is from the renovation and $109,000 is
from newer capital projects.

2. The principal paid off of the renovation portion of the loan between July 1 and December 31 is $95,000. This includes
$77,000 contributed directly to our debt & interest reduction fund and $17,000 from our portion of the Advancing the
Mission drive. As expected, we needed $35,000 from the loan to pay capital project bills.

3. The monthly interest paid on the loan this month is around $3,300, down slightly from last year.
