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 The operating budget for Fiscal -Year 2010-2011 is in its final stages, recommended by the Finance Council, and waiting to 

be recommended by the Parish Pastoral Council in early June and for approval by Fr. Mike and the trustees shortly thereafter.   Due 

to a fairly significant increase in Sacrificial Giving, it shows a break -even operating budget!  However, the very necessary cap ital 

projects still need to be funded, and we need to continue paying down the line of credit (see phase 3 below).  Please note th at the 

final budget will be included in either the 2010 -2011 Annual Report or the Summer Newsletter.  

Here is a Summary Operating/Capital Income Statement, covering July 1, 2009 through March 31, 2010, for your perusal:  

 

 

 

 

 

 

And now, a couple points about these numbers:  

1. General giving for operations (Sacrificial Giving) has now dropped to $23,000 behind  budget!  However, we are 

projecting a shortfall of over $80,000!  Especially if your family has not yet taken the opportunity to financially 

support the programming of your  parish, please do so quickly!  We need everybodyõs help!  Only four weekends left 

after Memorial Day ð the fiscal year ends on June 30!  

2. The Finance Council would like to complete a couple of necessary capital repair projects this summer.  Since our 

cash flow is so tight, that will not happen without your  help.  Any amount not covered by your gifts will come from 

the line of credit.  

3. All Other Revenue consists mostly of Religious Formation tuition, restricted gifts, and the Bishopõs Appeal Rebate. 
 

My next topic I wish to share is the Line-of-Credit (or Renovation Loan) details.  As of March 31, 2010, our balance is $633,000, of 

which $142,000 was used to pay capital bills over the past few years.  We still have outstanding ñpledgesò of about $70,000 for Phases 1 & 2, 

and expect to receive another $70,000 from the Diocesan Advancing the Mission Campaign (if everyone fulfills those pledges!).  In addition, we 

pay around $3,100 per month on loan interest.  However, we will gladly accept donations earmarked ñdebt reductionò, ñphase 2ò, and the like, to 

help pay monthly interest and hopefully principal.  We will also keep our ñDebt and Interest Reductionò envelopes in the packet for this purpose. 

On a related note, the Finance Council and Corporate Board approved a bid to refinance our Line-of-Credit at a lower rate.  This com-

mits us to paying around $3,500 per month, of which at least $600 goes to reduce the principal.  In order to provide these funds and to continue 

making major building repairs, the Finance Council is beginning work on a $1,000,000, three to five-year, Phase 3 Debt Elimination Campaign!  

We hope to have this off the ground in early fall. 
 

As a consequence to accepting the bid and policy changes at our current financial institution, changes requested for automatic with-

draws have been suspended since February.  I expect all requests to be up-to-date during the month of June.  If you have an automatic withdraw 

form on file with me, please watch for a letter you may have received and return any necessary information to me as soon as humanly possible! 
 

My final topic that I wanted to share with the members of St. Margaret Mary Congregation is an update from an article I included in a 

newsletter three years ago.  There still seems to be questions as to what are all the different collections for, how is the money used, and what are 

the tax deductibility rules.  Here is that listing by category: 

I. Sacrificial Giving ï supports the TCCES Subsidy, parish and Religious Education programs, staff, maintenance, and the Diocese 

ñsubsidyò.  Tax-deductible examples include envelope, Holy Days, deficit reduction collection, and unrestricted stock gifts.  The main 

non-deductible example is All Soulôs Day since, similar to Mass Stipends, the intent is to honor or remember a loved one and a donor/

intent listing is printed in a subsequent newsletter or bulletin.  Also note that the Childrenôs collection and the loose offering are in-

cluded in Sacrificial Giving. 

II.  Restricted Parish Giving ï supports specific programs or expenditures of SMM.  Tax-deductible examples include Building Renova-

tion, Debt Reduction, Parish Tuition Assistance, Summer Parish Outreach Fund, Gift Bricks, and occasionally Memorial and estate 

gifts.  The main non-deductible examples are Christmas and Easter flowers, since, similar to Mass Stipends, the intent is to honor or 

remember a loved one and is printed in a subsequent newsletter or bulletin.  Also note that money collected from votive candles and 

coffee & donuts are other non-deductible items that are included here. 

III.  Restricted Community Support ï supports non-SMM Congregational programs, whereby the parish acts as a ñcollection agencyò and 

submits funds to the appropriate organization.  Generally, most are tax deductible.  Examples from the Diocese include the Visiting é

 Missionary Appeal, Worldôs Poor, Our Own Needs, World Mission Sunday, Religious Retirement, and the Good Friday collection.  

Two collections that parishioners should send directly to the Diocese office are the Bishopôs Appeal and Advancing the Mission, since 

the Diocese acts as its own collection agent here.  Also included in this category is the St. Vincent de Paul Society collection and emer-

gency collections (such as hurricane and tornado relief).  As implied here, the parish can only include donations made out to St. Marga-

ret Maryôs (or something very similar) on your contribution statement. 
 

Please note that if a gift is ñidentifiable from a specific donorò, and if the donor receives only ñintangible religious benefitsò, then the 

gift will show up on your parish statements.  Please make sure that your gift is ñidentifiableò, that is, if you use an envelope, please make sure 

your name is on the envelope!  As noted above, the only exceptions are Bishopôs Appeal and Advancing the Mission donations, which should go 

directly to the Diocese.  Therefore, upon request, the Diocese should provide a statement to you.  If this is not the case, please leave a message 

for me and I will research it.
